With the passage of time people from Janbhagidari samiti and the
honourable MLA also appreciated the initiation and shown their interest in sponsoring the
awards. For the selection of students in different categories a selection committee was framed
including senior faculty members.

Grade III, Collectorate Rajnandgaon district of Chhattisgarh.

6.       Problems Encountered and Resources Required -  Weak economical and academic

background of students was one of the basic challenge with the teachers. The adequacy

of study material was also limited. To overcome this, the college administration has

taken a step to correspond with the district administration. In response to this, Collector

Mr. O.P. Choudhary has donated a good number of books to the library for all  the

competitive exams.
